Introductions and Welcome
Co-Chair, Ken Robinson, officially opened the meeting and welcomed all attendees.  He announced that formal introductions will be made during the October monthly meeting, which is the first official meeting of the Continuum performance year that would take place following the adjournment of the Annual Meeting at 10:00 a.m.  He further explained that the focus of the Annual Meeting was to facilitate the annual election process for 2008-2009 Steering Committee voting Government and At-large members.  In closing, Ken thanked Marvela Guice-Van Dyke (DAH Consulting) for spearheading and coordinating the election process.
Steering Committee Election Process Overview
Marvela provided an overview of the election process, eligibility criteria (membership and voting) and efforts/results of the Nominating Committee highlighting the following key outcomes:
· The Nominating Committee was charged to:
1. Determine the eligibility status of Government, At-Large and Coalition for current and new member applicants.

2. Determine if current voting members met the minimum meeting attendance requirement (75%) for all required Steering Committee meetings.

3. Conduct outreach and recruitment activities for new member applicants.
4. Distribute and tally votes for all McKinney-Vento funded providers for the 2008-2009 coalition slate.

· Coalitions – a total of eight (8) coalitions applied for the eight (8) positions, all current Coalition voting members.  Only 17 ballots were received from over 180 McKinney-Vento funded providers, but all of the coalitions received at least one (1) vote.  Copies of the official slate of the 2008-2009 voting Coalitions were distributed.

· Consumers – after facilitating an initial election, a follow-up election and special election to ensure an objective and accurate election and voting process, the Consumer Committee, has a full slate of 16 voting and alternate members.  Copies of the official slate of the 2008-2009 voting Consumers, alternates and Co-Chairs were distributed.

· Government – five (5) permanent members re-applied (DOHMH, DYCD, HRA, HPD and DHS) and will again serve as voting members.  A total of four (4) applicants applied for the three (3) open rotation slots (ACS, OMH, OASAS and OTDA).  OTDA was the only new applicant and is willing to commit if elected to travel from Albany to attend monthly and required Steering Committee meetings.  A fifth applicant, DHCR, pulled out of the race the night before (10-16-08) and has expressed an interest in serving in an advisory capacity to the Steering Committee.
· At-Large – a total of two (2) applications were received from current At-Large members (Betty Williams and Wendy Brennan for two (2) of the three (3) At-Large slots.  The Nominating Committee identified and approached a potential applicant from the financial industry that later declined from running due to a potential conflict of interest.  Marvela further advised Steering Committee members that the third open slot can be filled via a separate election process at any time during the Continuum performance year once viable candidates were identified and recommended.
· Co-Chairs – a total of three (3) nominations (Bill DiStefano, Ken Robinson and Nicole Branca) were received and all Co-Chair nominees were accepted.
Marvela announced that the Co-Chair election would be held during the October monthly meeting to take place following the adjournment of the Annual Meeting.  She also announced that the full slate of 2008-2009 new voting members would be eligible to vote in this election.  
Steering Committee Elections

Prior to the elections for Government and At-Large membership, Marvela confirmed the voting eligibility for the 2007-2008 voting members.  (Note: Members eligible to vote in the 2008-2009 elections attended two (2) out of the last three (3) Steering Committee meetings including the Annual Meeting).  Marvela also distributed envelopes containing Government and At-Large ballots to eligible 2007-2008 voting members.   
· Government Category – the four (4) candidates (OTDA, ACS, OMH and OASAS) running for the three (3) open and rotating slots made verbal statements expressing their interests in wanting to be elected as voting rotating Government members..  

1. A paper vote was taken where eligible voters were advised to select up to three (3) of the four (4) candidates as their top three (3) choices.

2. Marvela advised that the results of the Government election, which were being tallied by Steering Committee Co-Chairs, Ken Robinson and Bill DiStefano would be announced during the October monthly meeting following the Annual Meeting.

· At-Large Category – the two (2) candidates (Wendy Brennan and Betty Williams) running for two (2) of the  three (3) At-Large membership slots made verbal statements expressing their interests in wanting to be elected as voting At-Large Government members.  

First and second motions made by Joey Lopez and Nicole Branca to re-elect Wendy Brennan and Betty Williams as 2008-2009 At-Large members by acclamation due to no competition as opposed to facilitating a paper ballot vote.

A voice vote was taken and all voted in favor to re-elect by acclimation Wendy Brennan and Betty Williams as 2008-2009 At-Large members.
First and second motions made by Joey Lopez and Nicole Branca to adjourn the Annual Meeting at 10:00 am.
