2. Trends:

The number of single adults is staying relatively stable. There has been an availability of housing for this population because of the NY/NY III housing opening up recently. While the economy has kept the numbers stable despite, the new units have kept the numbers from rising. On the other hand family homelessness is at an all time high and there has not been an influx of units available for those families to be referred to. 20-25% of female heads of households identify some sort of substance abuse problems. A focus will need to be on finding housing options for families in recovery.
