	Update on Ongoing Activities & Issues

	· Comments on HEARTH Act 
The Subcommittee reviewed a draft for comments on the HEARTH Act, submitted by Robyn Gundy of Bowery Residents Committee. 
· Timeliness of HUD Contract Renewals

Nick Napolitano presented a review of the data on contracting delays. Of the 248 CCoC contracts with HUD, data on 109 was compiled. 50/109 have received condition letters, 46 contracts are late and only 4 contracts were received. Among government agencies, OASAS has 21 late contracts and HPD has 36. 
· Expansion of Government Involvement

The Subcommittee discussed reaching out to DOE, HRA & ACS. More collaboration with DOE is necessary. HRA was a member of the CCoC, but failed to meet attendance requirements. A representative from ACS has been attending CCoC meetings.

· State & Local Budget Cuts

There is still no real progress on the State budget being passed. It is currently 2 months late. The Governor plans to include cuts in the next budget extender bill (specifics are not available at time of meeting).  A list of providers impacted by the Mental Hygiene cuts at DOHMH was passed around and discussed. Many of these cuts will affect homeless outreach services, etc. 
· Rockefeller Drug Law Reforms


	The Subcommittee recommended that the draft be forwarded to the CCoC Chairs for official submission (with minor edits).
A second request for data will be sent out via email with a message of urgency. The data will be analyzed for # of clients served and dollars lost by providers. The Subcommittee Co-Chairs will follow up with CCoC Co-Chairs on scheduling a meeting with HUD.

More information will be obtained on the need for DOE involvement. A contact at HRA will be pursued. HRA needs to understand the criticality of their involvement in the CCoC given the number of clients represented among member agencies who receive public assistance and other benefits administered by HRA. 

The Subcommittee supported the CCoC sending a letter to key City Council Members to oppose cuts to homeless services. Jason Lippman will draft a letter for the CCoC Chairs to consider. 
The P&A Subcommittee will schedule a meeting with the Gaps and Needs Subcommittee in the fall.
